MISSION TRIP TO GUATEMALA

Six members of St. Margaret Mary Parish spent 10 days in April on a mission project with the organization Houses to Homes.
Dennis and Lisa Durocher, Judy and Ray Germonprez, and Gordon and Sue Rule were in Antigua, Guatemala over the Easter
weekend, expedriencing an amazing Latin American Cerebration. This celebration included beautiful “carpets” made out of flow-
ers, colored sawdust, seeds and vegetables, that lined the streets. It also included life-size statues of Jesus and Mary and the disci-
ples that were carried through town on floats held by people representing the different churches of Antigua. There were constant
processions accompanied by singing, music and incense.

For 5 days, we helped build a 12 x 17 cinder block house
for a Guatemalan family of seven. This family will be able to §
leave their present corn stalk house and move into this one-
room structure, which will provide them with a cement floor,
shelter from the rainy season, and the ability to lock a door.
We experienced life in a Guatemalan village while we built
and interacted with the family.

We also toured an orphanage and a school run by Houses
to Homes. When a family qualifies for a home to be built by
this organization, they are then eligible to attend one of their - v :
schools and have access to one of their clinics. Many Guatemalan children only attend school
until 6th grade. Many Guatemalans do not have access to any health care. Our experience
there was rewarding, emotional, stimulating to the senses, heart-warming, spiritual, and one we will not soon forget.

Parish Business Administrator

The operating budget for Fiscal-Year 2011-2012 is in its earlier stages. Shortly, I will present it for recommenda-
tion by the Finance Council and Parish Pastoral Council in early June, and for approval by Fr. Mike and the trustees
shortly thereafter. Unlike for this current year, it looks as though we will not have a break-even operating budget. How-
ever, the very necessary capital projects will be funded through the very successful Sustaining Parish Life appeal, and we
will continue paying down the loan. Please note that the final budget will be included in either the 2010-2011 Annual Re-
port.

Here is a Summary Operating/Capital Income Statement, covering July 1, 2010 through March 31, 2011, for your
perusal:

And now, a couple points about these numbers:

1. Revenue from the Sustaining Parish Life appeal is not included here, although only enough to offset the actual
planned capital expenditures and operating shortfall will be used.

2. General giving for operations (Sacrificial Giving) has now dropped to over $12,000 behind budget! However, we
are projecting an operating shortfall of over $80,000! Especially if your family has not yet taken the opportunity to
financially support the programming of your parish, please do so quickly! We need everybody’s help! Only four
weekends left after Memorial Day — the fiscal year ends on June 30!

3. The operating shortfall is due mainly to a drop in All Other Revenue. The hardest hit areas here include fund-
raising (there were no major fundraisers planned for this fiscal year) and the lack of estate gifts received for opera-
tions. Besides a drop in sacrificial giving, the bulk of the remaining shortfall is due to a significant reduction in
what TCCES reimburses St. Margaret Mary Parish to use the school building (maintenance credit).

4. The Finance Council and Maintenance Committee will complete a couple of necessary capital repair projects this
summer. The majority of the funding (if not all) will come from the Sustaining Parish Life appeal.

Next, [ thank all 424 families who pledged a total of $1,391,700 to our Sustaining Parish Life appeal! As of May 15th, we re-
ceived 452 gifts totaling just under $400,000! Of this amount, $270,000 was paid on the original renovation loan, around $53,000 was
used for administrative expenses for our current drive, and the remaining $76,000 was used to cover our current fiscal year capital
expenditures and operating deficit.

My final topic that I wanted to share with the members of St. Margaret Mary Congregation is an update from an article I included
in a newsletter last year. There still seems to be questions as to what are all the different collections for, how is the money used, and
what are the tax deductibility rules. Here is that listing by category:

I.  Sacrificial Giving — supports the TCCES Subsidy, parish and Religious Education programs, staff, maintenance, and the
Diocese “subsidy”. Tax-deductible examples include envelope, Holy Days, and unrestricted stock gifts. The main non-
deductible example is All Soul’s Day since, similar to Mass Stipends, the intent is to honor or remember a loved one and a
donor/intent listing is printed in a subsequent newsletter or bulletin. Also note that the Children’s collection and the loose
offering are included in Sacrificial Giving.

II. Restricted Parish Giving — supports specific programs or expenditures of SMM. Tax-deductible examples include Sustain-
ing Parish Life, Parish Tuition Assistance, Summer Parish Outreach Fund, Gift Bricks, and occasionally Memorial and estate
gifts. The main non-deductible examples are Christmas and Easter flowers, since, similar to Mass Stipends, the intent is to
honor or remember a loved one and is printed in a subsequent newsletter or bulletin. Also note that money collected from

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votive candles and coffee & donuts are other non-deductible items that are included here.

III. Restricted Community Support — supports non-SMM Congregational programs, whereby the parish acts as a “collection
agency” and submits funds to the appropriate organization. Generally, most are tax deductible. Examples from the Diocese
include the Visiting Missionary Appeal, World’s Poor, Our Own Needs, World Mission Sunday, Religious Retirement, and the
Good Friday collection. The collection that parishioners should send directly to the Diocese office is Bishop’s Appeal,
since the Diocese acts as its own collection agent here. Also included in this category is the St. Vincent de Paul Society collec-
tion and emergency collections (such as hurricane and tornado relief). As implied here, the parish can only include donations
made out to St. Margaret Mary’s (or something very similar) on your contribution statement.

Please note that if a gift is “identifiable from a specific donor”, and if the donor receives only “intangible religious benefits”, then the
gift will show up on your family’s annual financial statement. Please make sure that your gift is “identifiable”, that is, if you use an
envelope, please make sure your name is on the envelope! As noted above, the only exception is Bishop’s Appeal donations, which
should go directly to the Diocese. Therefore, upon request, the Diocese should provide a statement to you. If this is not the case, please
leave a message for me and I will research it.

A heartfelt thank you to St. Margaret Mary parishioners for being so generous to the Friends of Haiti. As a parish
we were able to deliver 331 kits consisting of soaps, washcloths, pads of paper and crayons for the Spring Mission trip. In
addition to that we were able to donate $430 to offset transportation costs
for supplies being shipped to Haiti.

Haiti shares its island with the Dominican Republic about 750
miles from Miami. Many years of social and political instability have been
encountered since its independence in 1804. Only 7% of the original forest
remains-most trees cut for firewood used in heating and cooking or sold for
much needed income. Massive erosion and soil depletion has resulted.
Most of the water in Haiti is also polluted.
70% of the population lives in the rural ar-
~ eas and adult literacy is very low. It is the
poorest county in the western hemisphere
and has many needs.

Friends of Haiti is a nonprofit or-
ganization providing healthcare, education, clean water, agriculture and economic develop-
. ment to the country. Doctors, nurses, dentists, support staff provide much needed healthcare
serving 5-7 sites twice yearly, seeing approximately 5000-6000 people each trip for little or no
costs. Two surgical trips have also been added. Volunteers pay for their own travel expenses.

The supplies we provided were used in the
beautiful, serene village of Marin, located
about 2 hours from Grand Boulage, accessi-
ble only by foot, horse, or donkey. The larg-
est building in the village is a stone church
where the clinic is held. The healthcare team treat issues such as respira-
tory infections, scabies, and hypertension. Located on the mountain top
above the village sits a school which educates approximately 200 students
and is very lacking in government funding. The Friends of Haiti recently
provided the school with 2 gravity filter units to provide clean water to the
students and staff. The inhabitants of this village are very hopeful and
have goals for the future. They are very thankful for all of the generous
donations and healthcare provided.

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New Opportunity to "be the heart and hands of Jesus”: Warming Shelter

Greg knows the satisfaction of being a carpenter -- of crafting useful items with his
calloused hands practiced with self-taught skills in handling tools. In recent years,
Greg, 49, of Menasha, employed his trade as a self-employed deck builder in the Fox
Cites, but like many construction workers, a sagging economy struck a fatal blow to
his business. With no money to pay for mortgage, rent or most other necessities in
life, Greg’s life slipped into a whirlpool ending in homelessness and despair.

“Since December, I've been staying at the Fox Valley Warming Shelter. Right now I'm
just thankful to get a warm meal and a place to lie down for the night,” Greg said. He is one of about 35 people to
call the overnight shelter a temporary haven from living in the streets. In addition to offering a place to sleep and
two meals a day, the shelter offers its clients ties to community assistance programs designed to get them out of the
pit of homelessness through a “Continuum of Care.” Greg said, “I would like to be able to afford an apartment.”

A key to the success of the overnight shelter is a network of thousands of community volunteers from churches and
other groups offering time and talents like cooking meals for the shelter and its homeless clients. “Volunteers essen-
tially run the shelter 24 hours a day,” said shelter executive director Brad Vivoda. “We really wouldn’t be able to run
shelter without volunteers. We wouldn’t be able to afford it.” Vivoda said nearly 3,500 volunteers annually assist
the eight professional staff in operating the shelter. For people like Greg, who spend nearly every day walking the
streets and taking buses to find employment and housing, the volunteers are a critical connection to the world be-
yond homelessness. “The volunteers are great. I talk to the Warming Shelter volunteers every day. They always
have ears ready to listen to us and everyone needs that,” Greg said.

To support people like Greg, St. Margaret Mary Parish is expanding our existing meal ministries (monthly soup
meals for COTS; “Soup Sisters” for homebound; meals for those with new babies, recently hospitalized, etc.) and is
ready to serve the Warming Shelter for the week of June 12-18. In this way we live the belief that God dwells in
every human being and all should be treated with dignity and respect.

Fox Valley Warming Shelter Fast Facts:

Prior to 2007 — A local charitable group ended homeless shelter operations at a place called
the “Blue House” that served “street people” in Appleton.

2007 — Four people — Don and Carol Stoegbauer, Therese Janssen and Ellen Wolf-Priemsberg,
began community discussions on opening a new, overnight shelter. Police said there
were 12 to 15 people in need of an overnight shelter and the need was growing.

2008 — In January the Fox Valley Warming Shelter board formed. By February a shelter was
opened at St. Joseph Catholic Church in Appleton. The shelter stayed open through
April, 2008. In November a rotating system of overnight shelters began operation with
20 churches participating.

2009 — The number of churches participating in the overnight shelter system grew to 24.
Planning took place for construction of a permanent overnight shelter behind the St.
Vincent DePaul Thrift Store on College Avenue in Appleton.

2010 — On October 24, 2010 the Fox Valley Warming Shelter opened its new, permanent
facility on College Avenue.

The Garden Crew — who is it and what do they do? When the landscaping was put in after the
new addition was completed, I asked Fr. Dave Koch who was going to take care of this ‘low
maintenance landscaping” and he said how about you? The Garden Crew was born! We
started out with the area around the church and it grew to be almost everything except the
grass cutting and some professional tree trimming. We are a group of about 25 -30 people.
Some adopt a bed or an area or a job like watering the patio containers everyday, some help
on a regular basis e.g. weeding etc, some help on an on- call basis. The heaviest work is done
spring and fall but the work continues until well after the last frost. We are fortunate to have
in our group 4-5 Master Gardeners and people with gardens of their own. This year our plant sale raised over
$700 which is all profit because the plants are donated by the crew and other people from the parish. The sale
has grown every year. The funds are set-aside money for our gardening needs.

We also need to thank the Marshall and the Hartman families for the Good Shepherd Memorial Garden. This
garden is enjoyed by many people including the neighbors, the AA groups who meet here regularly, bike riders
who stop to rest on the bench and others. Our new bench and the Autumn Blaze Pear tree have been donated in
memory of Ellie Smith. The benches and tables on the patio were donated in memory of Jeanine Goggin, Marga-
ret & Jerry Verstegen and Marty & Lillian Thyssen. The Angel of Mercy was donated by the Howe family in
memory of Bruce’ mother.

Sometimes stewardship is hard work! Writing a check is easy, shoveling
mulch (11 cu. yds this spring), putting out hoses, digging and planting, etc.
are labor intensive. The members of the Garden Crew certainly “earn their
keep”. If you are interested in this kind of stewardship, call someone or
call me. There are all kinds of jobs that need doing.

Being part of the Garden Crew is rewarding because we see the results of
our labor. We also appreciate your kind comments and compliments. So enjoy!!
